He Whakamārama

The Treaty of Waitangi offers a backdrop for students to explore key concepts of hangarau and learn about or undertake hangarau practice.  Exploration of hangarau developments and practices during the time of the signing of the treaty and up to the present day is the main focus of this resource.

This resource is not intended exclusively for teachers of hangarau or technology.  There are links to all other essential learning areas, particularly Te Reo Māori, Tikanga ā-Iwi, Pūtaiao and Hauora.  Teachers of these subject areas may find some of the possible learning activities useful to stimulate discussion with their students in relation to The Treaty of Waitangi.

The learning activities in this resource have been contextualised through three main technological areas:

· Hangarau Koiora – Biotechnology
· Te Tuku Mōhiohio – Information Technology
· Ngā Hanga me ngā Pūhanga Manawa – Structures and Mechanisms.
Hangarau Kai (Food Technology) and Te Tāhiko me te Hangarau Whakatina (Electronic and Control Technology) appear as related areas where appropriate.

Specific hangarau or technological concepts, skills and knowledge have not been identified in this resource.  The learning activities are deliberately broad to allow teachers to ‘tune-up’ or ‘tune-down’ the learning expectations appropriate to the age and level of the students learning at curriculum levels 4, 5 and 6.

He Mahi Ako

1. Hangarau Koiora - Hangarau Kai

· Explore how food was gathered, stored, prepared and presented before the use of modern technology.  

· How did Māori do this before the arrival of Pākehā to Aotearoa?  

· How was food preserved on ships which travelled to Aotearoa?

· What influence did each culture’s practices with food gathering, storage, preparation and presentation have on each culture?

· Identify past food practices (gathering, storage, preparation, presentation) which are still evident in today’s society and describe and explain any changes, positive and negative, that have occurred as a result of modern technology and contemporary living.

· Identify and explore past or current treaty claims concerning ‘flora and fauna’ and the concept of kaitiakitanga as expressed through those claims, eg., Wai 262.

· What is ‘flora and fauna?’
· What are the issues around protecting or not protecting ‘flora and fauna?’  

· Does modern technology impact positively or negatively on the protection of ‘flora and fauna?’  How?
