	Title:  The Treaty and Me

	Introduction

There are a number of themes that emerge from the selected achievement objectives that teachers could use within the context of exploring Health and Physical Education and The Treaty of Waitangi.  Exploring Relationships is one theme and has been chosen as the focus for this resource.  

Exploring Relationships underpins the learning activities listed below.  The activities are deliberately broad to allow teachers to ‘tune-up or tune-down’ the level of expectation as appropriate to the age and level of the students in the class.

The Treaty of Waitangi offers a backdrop for students to explore the notion of partnership and demonstrate features or characteristics of ‘partnership’ in the way they respond and interact with each other, with the teacher and how they engage with the learning content.

Teachers should use their professional judgment in determining how best to manage the content in the activities in relation to the students they teach.  Thought should be given to ensure all students have equal opportunity to participate and engage with the learning in a context of care and with regard to their emotional, mental and spiritual well-being.

Some of the activities listed below could be used as stand-alone activities to initiate discussion with students.  Others follow a general sequence but could be easily adapted to fit into a typical 45 – 60 minute time duration.  Alternatively, a number of activities could be selected to contribute to the development of a unit of work over an extended timeframe.

	Learning experiences

	1. Words, words, words
· This activity could be done as a whole class, in small groups or in pairs.  Write the following words and phrases on the board (whole class) or on A4 paper (small groups or pairs).   Partnership, act in utmost and good faith, fiduciary duties, remedy, redress, breach, discrimination, protection, participation, self-management, equality, indigenous, equity, ownership, customary rights, care, sincerity, catalyst, claim, negotiation, compromise, perspective, validity, asset, guardianship, sensitivity, mutual respect, accord, guarantee
· The students could:

· Define, describe or explain the meaning of the words they know

· Offer examples of contexts on which they have based their descriptions or explanations

· Come to a shared understanding of what the words and phrases mean through discussion (it is important that guidelines are in place so discussions take place with respect for one another, eg. students should be able to demonstrate they can take turns, listen attentively and not interrupt when someone is speaking, use ‘I’ statements when talking about themselves and / or their feelings

· Identify any words or phrases they do not know and spend time researching their meanings (this could be done in pairs with each pair taking a different word)


	The Treaty and Me
· Prepare a list of words and phrases related to the Treaty and ask the students to categorise them.  The students could make up their own categories, e.g., group the words and phrases according to how they view or understand them, positively, negatively or neutrally.  Have the students provide rationale for their categories and discuss them as a whole class.  Encourage the students to ask questions of each other.
· Ask the students to choose six word/phrases from the list that best describe what they understand about The Treaty of Waitangi.  The students could write an explanation that could be displayed in the classroom, or they could talk about it in small groups or in front of the class if that is appropriate

· Ask the students to work in pairs to describe the word ‘partnership.’  Ask them to describe it in the following contexts:

· Partnership as in The Treaty of Waitangi

· Partnership as in their own relationships (this could be with a friend or family member etc)

· Have the students compare their descriptions within the two contexts identifying similarities and differences between the two.  Ask them to come up with a shared understanding of the features or characteristics that make up a ‘partnership’.
· Ask the students to identify other contexts where a ‘partnership’ operates and have them test their shared understanding within the different contexts, e.g., business partnership, family/whānau partnership(s), teina-tuakana, hapū-iwi, iwi-crown partnerships, charity partnerships etc.  Encourage the students to critique their shared understanding and amend or delete accordingly.  The aim is to come up with a robust set of features or characteristics that captures the essence of the students’ understanding of ‘partnership’.
